                      History’s Most Influential Dictators
Who do you think is/was the most influential dictator in the world?  

Objective: 

Interview a Dictator that is either alive or dead.  Choose a person who is multi-faceted.  It is so much easier to create an interview on someone who has a ‘sketchy past’, but may also be perceived as having a ‘good side’.


Your interview questions should examine the person’s personality characteristics, beliefs, achievements, and the methods used by them to influence their country. 

Step 1:  Choose a dictator that interests you and then take a set of detailed notes on that person. Make sure to keep track of what resources you use, as a bibliography is a requirement for this assignment.  

Step 2:  Take your notes and design a MINIMUM of 25 ‘higher cognitive level‘ interview questions for your person.  Then you must answer those questions as if you were that person.

Step 3:  Infuse some creativity in not only how your interviewer poses questions, but show the true nature of your Great Person in his/her response.

Step 4:  Create a title page that reflects a ‘theme’ for your interview.  Your title and illustrations should be imaginative.
