I.  OVERVIEW


Welcome to History 12, one of the most rewarding courses you can take in our school. The following is an outline of the expectations this course places upon the student, as well as an overview of the skills and content within the curriculum. 
II. TEXT AND MATERIALS
· We will use a number of texts, but the key ones are:

Falk:  History Twelve Student Workbook (you may purchase, or I will issue you one)
Howarth:  Twentieth Century History

De Marco: The World This Century
Catchpole:  Map History of the Modern World
Michner & Tuffs:  Global Forces of the Twentieth Century
· Blue or Black pens, a red pen, highlighter, pencil, large ring binder, paper, pencil crayons, ruler, and a lot of index cards for vocabulary.
III. EXPECTATIONS OF STUDENTS:  In this course, each student will be expected to:
· show consideration for the teacher and fellow students at all times

attend regularly, arrive on time and be prepared to work upon arrival (Have all materials on hand-- You will require a 3-ring Binder (large), plenty of lined paper, pens, pencils, pencil crayons, and a marking pen.  Please make sure you bring all equipment and materials to each class.)

· have all work completed by established deadlines

· maintain self-discipline

· demonstrate responsible behavior

· If you know you are going to be absent ensure assignments due during that period are handed in before you depart and ask in advance for work that will be assigned during that time.

· Cheating:
 If you are caught cheating you will receive a “0” on the  evaluation.

· Plagiarism:  If you are caught plagiarizing you will receive a “0” on the content  you plagiarized.                        

· Late Assignments:  Once an assignment is handed back to your classmates it becomes a Dead Assignment and under the discretion of your teacher an alternative assignment may be given under special circumstances.  When projects are handed in late it is your teacher’s expectation that you put in more achievement and effort into your work, as they will be marked accordingly. 

· In the event that a student is failing or otherwise performing poorly, an interim report will be issued.  The reporting symbol “I” will be used to alert parents/guardians that the student is not demonstrating minimally accepted performance standards.  The student may have the opportunity to submit the specified missed work in a timely manner.  Failure to do as such may result in a failure for those learning outcomes.
